Sean Bowden is Lecturer in Philosophy at Deakin University, Australia. He is the author of The 
Priority of Events: Deleuze’s Logic of Sense (2011), and the co-editor of Deleuze and Pragma-
tism (Routledge, 2015 – with Simone Bignall and Paul Patton) and Badiou and Philosophy 
(2012 – with Simon Duffy). His work has appeared in the European Journal of Philosophy, 
Critical Horizons, the Journal of Speculative Philosophy, Deleuze Studies, and elsewhere.

Pierre Cassou-Noguès is Full Professor in the Department of Philosophy at the University 
of Paris 8, France. His research primarily concerns the history of philosophy in 
France, around Cavailles̀ and Merleau-Ponty. He has recently published Un laboratoire 
philosophique: Cavailles ̀ et l’ep ́istemólogie en France (Vrin, 2017).
